Dear New Trier Parents,

This pastyearwe weretreated to an impressive reminder aboutthe superlative athleticaccomplishments
of the New Trier students and the school’s athletic and intramural traditions.

New Trier teams and athletes won at the conference, sectional, regional, state and national levels!
More varsity and intramural teams/sports were created and existing ones rose to new levels. It is
an honor and a pleasure to send our children to and to be involved with a school whose students,
teams, and athletes are so consistently successful.

Athletics and physical activity are vital to our childrens’ social, emotional, and of course, physical
health. The Booster Club strives to support all NT students by enhancing varsity athletics through
equipment purchases and more significantly by planning, organizing and funding all of New Trier’s
intramural sports opportunities.

We feel a strong commitment to do what we can to support New Trier, its fantastic faculty, and
student body. The New Trier Booster Club (NTBC) and now the New Trier Junior Booster Club have
supported NT athletics & intramurals for over 29 years (previously as the Dads’ Club), and we intend
to continue that mission. With your help, with funds we raised during the 2022-23 school year, we
contributed a record $141,000 to the New Trier Athletic Department for items that fell outside of the
annual Athletic Department budget:

We provided a new four person boat for the rowing teams, a football JUG machine, a Dr. Dish
shooting machine for the girls’ basketball team, a portable crease for the boys’ lacrosse team, a
FreeLap eStarter for the track team, RBX ankle and wrist weights for cheerleading and a Bola Hockey
machine to assist in training the girls’ field hockey goalies. For the benefit of the athletic department
as a whole, we funded the purchase of a portable sound system, new stadium windows in the east
side press box, a new fixed sound system at Duke Child’s field, and all new record boards in the new
gym to replace the existing championship banners.

In addition to the $141,000 in equipment, thanks to your support, the Booster Club was also able to
donate $75,000 towards the renovation of Gates Gym this year which brought our three year total
gym contribution to $250,000.

NTBC generates most of our funding from annual membership dues. As such, we would greatly
appreciate your joining as a new member or renewing your membership for another year. Please
visit our website at www.NTBooster.com to view our membership levels in detail, to join or renew
your membership, find intramural information and on-line registration, and find out more about
NTBC volunteer opportunities.
